SUBJECT/TITLE: Request approval of EMS Matching Grant Application and Request for Grant
Fund Distribution. 

STATEMENT OF ISSUE

The State of Florida, Department of Health, Bureau of Emergency Medical Oversight, EMS Section, pursuant to
Chapter 401, Part II, Florida Statutes, is authorized to offer matching grants. The period for application for an EMS
Matching Grant is currently open and the EMS Department requests approval to submit an application to the
Department of Health, EMS Section for consideration in this grant cycle. 

Being classified as a rural county enables Highlands County to submit an application for a rural county EMS Matching
Grant.  The total amount of the requested matching grant is $109,163.00, of which $10,916.30 (10%) would be
required in matching funds if the grant application is approved for the requested amount. The State, due to rural grant
funding constraints, may approve the submitted application with a required 25% fund match, or $27,290.75. The actual
grant amount approved and the required matching fund amount will not be determined until the County is notified that
the grant has been awarded. There is limited state EMS funding, thus not all grant applications are successful in being
approved and funded.

To be eligible to receive these funds the Board must apply for the State of Florida Emergency Medical Services (EMS)
Matching Grant and submit a Request for Grant Funds Distribution.  Required matching funds will come from the EMS
Operating Account.

RECOMMENDED ACTION

Motion to authorize the Board Chairman to sign the State of Florida Emergency Medical Services Matching
Grant Application and Request for Grant Fund Distribution. 

FISCAL IMPACT

The fiscal impact if grant is approved, a match amount of up to 25%, may be required out of EMS Operating Supplies
account. The highest match amount of 25% is $27,290.75.
